EXHIBITIONS AND EVENTS
Samantha Donnelly is exhibiting sculpture (right) as part 
of Perhaps Nothing, Perhaps Something at Leeds Metropolitan 
University Gallery. The group show offers viewers a glimpse 
of the invisible, celebrates the latency of objects, and draws 
attention to the ‘in-between’. These moments of apparent 
nothingness, spaces and rests are not without value, says 
the gallery, and provide a crucial balance to the actual. The 
show runs from Friday 27th February to Saturday 4th April and 
includes works by Cornelia Parker, Rachel Whiteread, Paul 
Rooney, Katy Woods and Chris Wright.

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ARTIST SPOTLIGHT …..
The latest in Anne Charnock’s Uncertainty Series of text works (below) will appear in March as 
a commissioned A3 poster – one of six posters that will form the third issue of the Manchester-based 
poetry magazine “if p then q”. These posters are being funded as part of Text Festival 2009, 
curated by poet Tony Trehy, and will be launched in March at the festival’s opening at 
Bury Museum and Art Gallery.

Text Festival is an international event and last occurred in 2005. It aims to bring together work that 
crosses the boundary between poetry and visual art. This new year-long event is being staged as the 
North West is experiencing a surge of interest in 
non-mainstream poetry and literature, in part 
reflecting the existence of three creative writing 
courses in Manchester and Salford. 

“if p then q” is edited by James Davies, a poet in his 
own right, who previously edited the cult Matchbox 
poetry series (literally poems in a matchbox) and is 
one of the organizers of The Other Room – 
a bi-monthly series of readings by today’s leading 
poets.

 According to James, “if p then q” is an inclusive 
project which hopes to show that Duchampian 
thinking can also mix with Beat drinking: this is to say 
that the work I promote is intelligent, interesting and 
humorous; that you can read the works presented in 
any given project on whatever level you like without 
feeling that you should be reading the way others 
want you to read or that you’re missing something. 
You can just say, “I love it. I don’t know why but give 
me some more”. Or you can say, “Hell yeah! I get 
that, bring it on”.” 

Issue 3 is also commissioning posters by the three 
American poets Craig Dworkin, Geof Huth, P. Inman 
and Manchester-based Tom Jenks.
